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Explanations
1. “who” (b)

Use 'who' for people. The relative clause 'who lives next door' defines which woman we mean.

2. “that” (c)
Use 'that' or 'which' for things. Here 'that' introduces a clause defining the book.

3. “who” (a)
Use 'who' (or 'that') for people. The clause identifies which teacher.

4. “which” (b)
Use 'which' (or 'that') for things. The clause tells us which car.

5. “who” (a)
Use 'who' for people. The clause defines which man we are asking about.

6. “that” (d)
Use 'that' (or 'which') for things. The clause tells us which film.

7. “who” (c)
Use 'who' (or 'that') for people. The clause defines which friend.

8. “which” (d)
Use 'which' (or 'that') for things. The clause identifies which restaurant.

9. “that” (a)
Use 'that' (or 'who') for people. Here 'that' is preferred in informal English when the pronoun is an object.

10. “which” (c)
Use 'which' (or 'that') for things. The clause specifies which laptop.

11. “who” (b)
Use 'who' (or 'that') for people. The clause tells us which girl.

12. “that” (d)
Use 'that' (or 'which') for things. The clause defines which bus.

13. “who” (a)
Use 'who' (or 'that') for people. The clause defines which person.

14. “which” (d)
Use 'which' (or 'that') for things. The clause specifies which cake.
