1. “were” (c)

Structure: What + were + you + doing? Use 'were' with 'you'.

2. “was” (b)
Structure: Where + was + she + going? Use 'was' with 'she'.

3. “were” (d)
Structure: Why + were + the children + crying? Use 'were' with plural subjects.

4. “was” (a)
When 'who' refers to one person, use 'was'. 'Who was talking...?'

5. “were” (b)
Structure: What + were + they + discussing? Use 'were' with 'they'.

6. “were” (a)
Structure: How + were + you + feeling? Use 'were' with 'you'.

7. “was” (c)
Structure: Where + was + the dog + hiding? Use 'was' with singular subjects.

8. “was” (b)
Structure: What + was + happening? 'What' as subject takes singular verb.

9. “was” (a)
Structure: Why + was + he + wearing? Use 'was' with 'he'.
