Affirmative: went (irregular). Negative: didn't + base verb (didn't come).

2. “was, didn't sleep” (b)
'She was' (past of be). Negative: didn't + base verb (didn't sleep).

3. “Did, finish, did” (c)
Question: Did + subject + base verb. Short answer: Yes, | did.

4. “played, didn't stay” (c)
Affirmative: played (regular). Negative: didn't + base verb.

5. “was, arrived” (b)
Question with 'be': What time was it? Affirmative: arrived (regular).

6. “didn't tell, was” (a)
Negative: didn't + base verb. 'l was' (past of be with I).

7. “did, go, went” (d)
Question: did + base verb. Answer: went (irregular past of go).

8. “bought, didn't work” (b)
Affirmative: bought (irregular). Negative: didn't + base verb.

9. “Did, enjoy, didn't” (a)
Question: Did + subject + base verb. Negative short answer: No, she didn't.

Wh-question: How much did + subject + base verb.

Affirmative: sent (irregular). Negative: didn't + base verb.

Question with 'be': Was + subject. Answer: it was.

Both verbs are irregular: think — thought, know — knew.

When 'who' is the subject: who + past verb (no did). Negative: didn't + base verb.

"They were' (plural). Negative: didn't + base verb (didn't eat).
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
