Daily routines use Present Simple. Use base form with 'I'.

3. “departs” (d)
Timetables use Present Simple. 'The train'is third person singular.

4. “boils” (b)
Scientific facts use Present Simple: Water boils at 100°C.

5. “does” (a)
Routines use Present Simple + third person -s: She does yoga.

6. “opens, closes” (b)
Schedules use Present Simple: The museum opens at 10 and closes at 6.

7. “moves” (a)
General scientific facts use Present Simple: The Earth moves around the Sun.

8. “has, brushes” (d)
Routines use Present Simple: has (third person irregular) + brushes (-sh — -es).

9. “leaves” (a)
Schedules use Present Simple: The flight leaves at 7:30.

10. “live” (d)
General facts use Present Simple. 'Penguins' is plural — base form.

11. “cycle” (b)
Routines use Present Simple. Use base form with 'I'.

12. “doesn't open” (a)
Negative schedule: The shop doesn't open on Sundays.

13. “travels” (b)
Scientific facts use Present Simple: Light travels faster than sound.

14. “do” (d)
Questions about routines: Do + you + base verb.

15. “starts” (d)
Fixed scheduled events use Present Simple: The movie starts at 8.

16. “cooks” (c)
Routines use Present Simple + third person -s: My mother cooks.

17. “sleep” (c)
General facts use Present Simple. 'Cats' is plural — base form.
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18. “comes” (b)
Schedules use Present Simple: The bus comes every 15 minutes.

19. “watch, go” (c)
Routines use Present Simple. 'We' — base form: watch and go.

20. “Does” (c)
Questions about schedules: Does + singular subject + base verb.
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
